February 18th, 2013 

 
 
I. CALL TO ORDER:  The Parke County Board of Commissioners convened in a regular meeting at 

3:45 p.m. on Monday, February 18th, 2013, having adjourned from an executive meeting on Monday, 
February 4th, 2013. 
 

II. ROLL CALL:  Members present were Commissioners Jim Meece, President; Greg Harbison, First 
Vice President; Dan R. Collom, Second Vice President; County Attorney John Asbury; Pam Adams, 
Auditor; and Janie Hardman, 1st Deputy Auditor. Also present were Chris Marsolf, Larry Bemis, Dale

III. MINUTES:  Minutes for the regular meeting held on Monday, February 4th, 2013 were approved on 

a motion made by Greg Harbison and seconded by Dan Collom.  Minutes for the Executive Session 
meeting held on Monday, February 4th, 2013 were approved on a motion made by Greg Harbison 
and seconded by Dan Collom.   

 
IV. PAYROLL:  County payroll in the amount of $144,831.71 was approved for release on Monday, 

February 25th, 2013 on a motion made by Greg Harbison.  Dan Collom seconded the motion and it 
carried.  Jim Meece verified this was a normal payroll.

 Greg Harbison made a motion to approve a hand typed check in the amount of $4,518.00 
payable to Cleaver Cabling & Consulting for equipment and software contingent upon 
completion of the project.  Dan Collom seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 

 Greg Harbison made a motion to renew the maintenance contract with Buckeye Power Sales 
for the Emergency Operations Center at an annual cost of $700.00 from February 1st, 2013 
thru January 30, 2016.  Dan Collom seconded the motion and it carried.   

 Greg Harbison made a motion to purchase five Sponsor Memberships with Sycamore Trails 
RC & D.  The five members would consist of the three Commissioners and two members of 
the Soil and Water Conservation District Board.   

 The Planning Commission, Treasurer and Veterans Service Officer Monthly Reports were 
reviewed by the Board.

 Greg Harbison made a motion to table the 2013 Commissioner appointments to the 
Convention and Visitors Commission and Board of Zoning Appeals until the March 4th, 2013 
meeting.
